AT THE LAUNCHING OF THE REPORT
“SOCIAL PROTECTION ASSESMENT BASED NATIONAL DIALOGUE: TOWARDS A NATIONALLY DEFINED SOCIAL PROTECTION FLOOR IN INDONESIA”

Assalamualaikum Warahmatullahi Wabarakatuh, 
Good morning Ladies and Gentlemen,
It is an honour and a great pleasure to welcome you to this important event, the launching of the report “Social Protection Assesment Based National Dialogue: Towards A Nationally Defined Social Protection Floor In Indonesia.”  Let me thank first to the Director of ILO Indonesia and also to SPF working group who have put a lot of efforts to produce the report. We are here today to share findings and reccomendations of how to have more integrated Social Protection System in Indonesia. 
Social Protection plays a vital role in achieving greater equity and supporting national human as well as economic development.  Its relevance is increased in the face of persistent poverty, inequalities as well as social and economic vulnerabilities.  This requires mainstreaming social inclusion into social protection programs and using a broader range of social protection instruments.  

Distinguished Ladies and Gentlemen,
The effort to expand the social protection system in Indonesia was aided when our Constitution was amanded and the Government enacted Law No. 40/2004 on National Social Security System.  It is stipulated that the government should build a social security system that covers all Indonesian citizens, including the vulnerable groups. Based on Law No. 17/2005 on the Long-term National Development Plan, it has also been stipulated that for equal and inclusive development, Social Protection and Social Security Systems should be developed to ensure and  fulfill people’s rights for basic social services.  The development of National Social Protection as well as National Social Security System should be based on culture and system that have been rooted at the communities.
Under current policy, we have wide range programs that include pension and old age insurance, work injury insurance, and health insurance including for the poor, rice subsidy for the poor, scholarship for the poor children, Conditional Cash Transfer (or PKH) to ensure children of the poorest families have access to education and health services, social insurance for informal sector, and some social assistances for children with adversity, old age, and disabilities. For employment creation, we have national community empowerment (PNPM) that involves several sectors and some facilitation to vocational trainings. Currently, we are also in the progress of establishing universal health coverage system that will begin on the beginning of the year 2014 and the social security system for employment that will start by the mid of 2015.  
Along with the prepartion of the above National Social Security System, determining Social Protection Floor may help us to achieve integrated social protection system in more systematic way. In the long run, social protection programs should be affordable and sustainably financed.  Long-term national financing strategies should be identified and implemented to protect and expand expenditure on effective social protection programs.  These require not only technical assessments, but also political decision.  
Social Protection Floor is a global initiative that provide a framework of social policies designed to ensure the livelihood and all members of the community to facilities/basic social services, particularly for vulnerable groups, and to protect and empower people.  It also provides relevant devices to describe and to map existing programs and identify gaps, and to provide recommendations for the development and implementation of social protection policies in the future to at least to reach the minimum level of Social Protection. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Based on National Dialogue on Social Protection Assessment and using SPF framework, the assessment describes the existing social protection schemes based on each of the four guarantees in SPF, as well as identify gaps in policies and implementation. This assessment also identified several recommendations for consideration as a future policy options and implementation. This assessment is furthermore equipped with costing tool to project cost estimates for numbers of social protection scheme.  All of these may help to facilitate major social transformations that we are preparing.

Distinguished Ladies and Gentlemen,
In moving forward, the partnership needs to work in a more structured manner to promote the integration social protection programs and poverty reduction strategies. The development and strengthening of integrated social protection systems take a multi-sector approach and invest in sustainable national sistems in order to more effectively and efficiently address the multiple vulnerabilities faced by families and communities.
While this document might not necessarily be legally and financially binding,  it is highly expected that this assessment can be referenced in developing Indonesia's social protection strategy forward to reach out to all citizens. To that end, we expect further cooperation and mutual understanding between agencies and other stakeholders that have been involved in the context of National Assessment Dialogue on Social Protection.
